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INTRODUCTION

In the little hill resort of Dharamsala in Himachal Pradesh state of India,
stands a large colourful building known as the Library of Tibetan Works
and Archives (LTWA), popularly known as Tibetan Library. Designed with
an architectural blend of modern and traditional Tibetan styles, it was
conceived and founded by His Holiness the 14th Dalai Lama. The
foundation-stone of the building was laid on 11 June 1970 and the
library officially began to function on 1 November 1971.

It houses cultural remnant of a civilization on the verge of
extinction due to ideological encroachment and exile. It was established
with the aim of preserving and propagating the rich culture of Tibet to
counter the massive destruction it had suffered after the Chinese
invasion of Tibet in 1959 and the subsequent campaigns to eliminate
Tibetan culture. The LTWA stands out as one of the finest examples of
His Holiness the Dalai Lama’s efforts to preserve, expand and promote
Tibetan cultural heritage.

Aims and Objectives

Tibetan civilization, uprooted since 1959, is striving to survive and
preserve its unique characteristics amidst constant and conflicting
changes. In an effort to slow the regression of this culture and
community, steps were taken to establish a center within the Tibetan
community that could serve as a reminder of and a reservoir for its rich
past. With these primary objectives in mind, the LTWA was created to
provide comprehensive Tibetan cultural resources and to promote an
environment that encourages research and the exchange of knowledge
between scholars and students. These efforts are of the utmost
importance in a contemporary world shaped by political and spiritual
confusion. In trying to fulfill its aims and objectives, the Library’s
priorities include:

e Acquiring and conserving Tibetan manuscripts, books, artifacts,
and works of art
e Providing access to books, manuscripts, and reference works (in
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Tibetan as well as in foreign languages) in study areas within the
premises

e Compiling bibliographies and documentation of the Library
holdings and related literature available worldwide

e Providing copies and prints of the resources and acting as a
reference centre for such source materials

¢ Publishing books and manuscripts under the LTWA imprint

e Supporting research scholars

e Offering Buddhist philosophy, Tibetan language, and culture
classes

The LTWA is firmly dedicated to a threefold vision of preservation,
protection, and promotion of Tibetan cultural heritage. To achieve these
aims and objectives, the institution initiates and conducts multiple
programs and activities, including regular Buddhist philosophy and
Tibetan language courses; a two-month Tibetan culture and language
workshop, and a three-month intensive translation program every year.

In 2016, the Library introduced a one-year diploma course, and
a three-year degree course (equivalent to a BA) in Buddhist Philosophy
and Tibetan Language, with the aim of providing opportunities for those
wishing to pursue higher studies in Buddhism and the Tibetan language.
Students who successfully complete the three-year degree course can
continue their studies with a two-year degree course (MA equivalent) in
the same field. The first batch of the three-year degree course
(equivalent to BA) graduated in 2018, while the second batch of the
same course graduated in 2022. The first two-year advanced degree

Philosophy graduated in 2024.

¢ No direct admission will be given to students under any
conditions. They must either pass the entrance test or fulfill the
eligibility criterion mentioned in the admission rules.

e At the time of registration, students must produce original
certificates granted by the concerned institute. Admission will not
be granted if one fails to produce the original certificates.

e Students must register themselves at the administration office.
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¢ Students must pay the fees in time.

V Registration and course fee
Registration fee ¥ 100 (one time only)

Attendance Rule

e Students must observe discipline in the classroom by following
rules, maintaining respect for teachers and peers, staying focused
on their tasks, and refraining from disruptive behavior.

e Students must observe punctuality by arriving on time for all
classes, and they must remain present until the designated end
time. Leaving early or arriving late disrupts the learning
environment and shows a lack of respect for the teachers and
other students.

e A minimum attendance of 75 percent in each of the three subjects
is mandatory; failure to meet this requirement will result in the
student being prohibited from appearing in the annual
examinations.

¢ A |leave of absence from class must be requested in writing and
submitted to the administrative office. The office will inform the
teachers if a student is on leave.

e Application for any medical leave must be accompanied by a
medical certificate and requires approval from the LTWA Director.
If the Director is unavailable, the leave should be sanctioned by
the LTWA General Secretary.

Eligibility for the Exams

Bimestrial Internal Examinations (once after two months)

At the end of every two months, there is a test with a maximum mark of
10. There is no minimum passing mark for the internal test. There will
be a total of 4 bimestrial tests in a year. The marks obtained in the
monthly test will be added to the respective annual examination mark
sheets.

Examination System

The annual examination is conducted at the end of each year in the first
week of December. The maximum mark for each subject in the annual
exam is 60. The marks obtained in the bimestrial exams are added to
the marks of the annual examinations. A minimum of 35 marks is

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INTRODUCTION TO THE TEACHERS

Venerable Geshe Lobsang Tsondue was born in Reting, U-Tsang, Tibet. He
began his religious studies at the age of twelve at Sera Monastery in Tibet
where he continued to study Buddhist philosophy until he was forced to flee
Tibet in 1985. He received his geshe degree from Sera Monastic University in
south India in 2003. After that he studied tantra at Gyutoe Tantric University
for one year. He taught Buddhist philosophy to the nuns of Kopan Monastery in
Nepal for three years before joining the LTWA in 2005.

Venerable Geshe Gyaltsen Tsering was born in Kham Draggo, Tibet. He began
his religious studies at the age of eighteen with his uncle at Rasang mountain
retreat in Tibet. He then continued to study Buddhist philosophy in Draggo
Monastery for five years. He fled Tibet in 1988 and studied Buddhism for the
next 25 years in Drepung Monastic University in south India. He received his
geshe lharampa degree from the same university in 2013. After that he studied
tantra at Gyume Tantric University for one year. He was invited to teach at the
LTWA in 2014.

Bhu Dawa has a bachelor degree in Tibetan language and literature from the
Dalai Lama Institute for Higher Education, Bangalore. He obtained his B.Ed.
from the College for Higher Tibetan Studies, Sarah, Dharamsala. He served as a
Tibetan language Teacher at the TCV School, Gopalpur, for over three years and
then joined the LTWA in 2019 as Tibetan language teacher.

e Tibetan Books & Manuscripts Library: This library holds more than
130,000 Tibetan titles (manuscripts and books) dealing with Tibetan
culture, history, Buddhist philosophy, psychology, medicine, astrology,
Tibetan language, folklores, and so forth.
